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COMPETITION REMINDERS  

     As a reminder, after your cheerleaderôs performance, it is YOUR responsibility to take care of your childôs food situation.  It is NOT 

the Team Parentôs responsibility to get them something to eat, etc Team Parentôs are ONLY responsible as a needed help to the coaches 

prior to the competition performance and warm ups.   Coaches are also NOT responsible for taking kids to get something to eat.  Also at 

the end of the awards ceremony, parents please meet us down at the competition mat to transfer your cheerleader back to the buses.  

 The team parents are not expected to watch your cheerleader all day and to get them to the bus as well.  We are over utilizing the team 

parents and they are not able to enjoy the competition at all as they are in the restrooms with the younger girls or making sure everyone 

is present and accounted for during the entire competition .  We have team parents to make sure our girls are at their warm -ups, practice 

and performance on time.  For the little ones we need to watch them a lot closer.  So starting at the Reading competition if your 

cheerleader is a Kubz please see the team parent after their performance and take them to the restroom and get them something to eat 

and / drink.  Then please have them back in the gym to cheer on the other Nittany Wildkatz teams.  Please keep in mind that once they 

are dome performing for the day, they become your responsibility not the team parents.
